§ 7-1. Court established.

There is hereby established in the Borough of Swedeshoro a
separate Municipal Court to be known as the “Municipal Court
of the Borough of Swedesboro,” effective July 1, 1973.

§ 7-2. Disposition of unfinished business of prior court.

A. After June 30, 1973, any unfinished business, including
cases which have not been completely disposed of, and
any fines, costs or bail forfeitures which have not yet
been received by the joint Municipal Court of the
Borough of Swedesboro and the Township of Woolwich
arising from a case which would have been within the
jurisdiction of the Municipal Court of the Borough of
Swedesboro had it existed as a separate court prior to
July 1, 1973, shall be paid to the Municipal Court of the
Borough of Swedeshoro for further processing and final
disposition.

B. Al such fees, costs or bail forfeitures received
commencing July 1, 1973, and thereafter shall be paid to
the Municipal Court of the Borough of Swedesboro, and

C. The remaining unfinished business and cases or
uncollected fines or costs or bail forfeitures from the joint
Municipal Court of the Borough of Swedesboro and the
Township of Woolwich after June 30, 1973, shall be paid
to the newly formed Swedesboro Municipal Court for
final disposition and, if such moneys are payable to the
local municipality, they shall be paid to the Borough of
Swedesboro for its sole property.

Office of the Public Defender.

The office of Borough Public Defender is hereby
established.

. Appointment a.nd. qualifications. The Borough Public

Defender shall be appointed by the Mayor with the
advice and consent of the Borough Council, as provided
by law. The holder of such office shall be a duly licensed
attorney admitted to practice law in the State of New
Jersey and familiar with Municipal Court practice.

Term. The Borough Public Defender shall be appointed
for a term of one (1) year, commencing on January 1 of
the year of appointment.

Compensation. Salary shall be in accordance with the
salary established for such office in the Borough Salary
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
