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§35-1 SWEDESBORO CODE §35-1.1

§ 35-1. Composition; appointment of Department
members; probationary period.

A. The Police Department of the Berough of Swedesboro
shall consist of a Chiel, Lieutenant, Corporal and as
many regular policemen and police clerks as may be
authorized from time to time by resolution of the
Borough Council. All members of the Police Department
shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to confirmation
by the Borough Council, and shall hold office until
removed [or cause in the manner hereinaflter provided.

B. All appointees, when originally appointed and confirmed,
shall be appointed for a probationary period ol 12
months. During this twelve-month period, such
appointees shall not be considered regular members of
the police force and may be discharged or released
without cause at any time. I such probationary
appointees are to be retained as regular policemen, they
must be appointed as regular policemen by the Mayor
and confirmed by the Council after having served a
satisfactory probationary period of 12 maonths.

§ 35-1.1. Appropriate authority designated; duties.
[Added 3-3-1997]

A. The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Swedesboro
shall be designated the appropriate authority as
provided in the New Jersey statutes. The appropriate
authority shall be responsible for the overall
performance of the Police Department. The appropriate
authority shall adopt and promulgate rules and

regulations for the government of the Police Department
and for the discipline of its members. (N.J.S.A.
40A:14-118).

B. The appropriate authority retains authority to appoint
and empower committees to conduct investigations into
the operations of the police force. The appropriate
authority retains authority to hold hearings on the
operations of the police force, including disciplinary
matters, and act as the specific hearing tribunal for
same.

§ 35-2. Authority of appropriate authority and Public
Safety Committee; Department salaries.
[Amended 3-3-1997]

The Police Department shall be under the general control of
the appropriate authority and the immediate supervision and
control of the Public Safety Committee of the Borough Council
and shall be paid such salaries as shall be fixed and determined
by ordinance.*

§ 35-3. Duties of the Chief and Assistant Chief. [Amended
3-3-1997]

The Mayor shall designate one member of the police force as
Chief and one other member as Assistant Chief.® The Chief
shall direct the activities of the Department, with supervision of
his activities being exercised by the appropriate authority and
the Public Safety Committee of the Borough Council as set forth
above. The Assistant Chief shall perform the duties of the Chief
in the absence of the Chief or during his incapacity to act for
any cause. The Chief shall designate one policeman to be in
charge of each shift or tour of duty when the Chief or Assistant
