ARTICLE I
Licensing, Sale and Distribution

§ 48-1. Purpose; appiicable laws and regulations.

This chapter is for the purpose of fixing license fees and
regulating the sale of alcoholic beverages in the Borough of
Swedesboro, County of Gloucester and State of New Jersey, in
accordance with the provisions of an Act of the Legislature en-
titled, “An Act Concerning Alcoholic Beverages,”” Chapter 436 of
the Laws of 1938, as amended and supplemented, and in ac-
cordance with the rules and regulations promulgated or to be
promulgated by the State Commissioner of Alcoholic Beverage
Control applicable hereto and in accordance with the rules and
regulations existing herein or hereafter adopted by competent
muricipal autherity not inconsistent with said Act or said rules
and regulations of said State Commissioner.

§ 48-2. Number of licenses limited [Amended 2-8-49; 3-3-53']

The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Swedesboro shall
limit the classes of licenses, as defined in § 48-6 of this chapter, in
number as follows:

A. Plenary retail consumption license: two.
B. Plenary retail distribution license: one.

C. Club license: one.

§ 48-3. Compliance required.

It shall be unlawful to sell or distribute alcoholic beverages
otherwise than as provided in this article and/or said Act.

§ 48-4. Administration of provisions.

The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Swedeshoro, in the
County of Gloucester, shall constitute the authority for the ad-
ministration of the issuance of licenses hereunder; provided,
however, that no licenses shall be granted unless it shall appear
that a majority of the whole Council shall vote to issue the
same.

§ 48-5. Licenses: terms and applicable rules and
regulations.

All licenses issued hereunder shall be issued for the term of
one year from the first day of July in each year and shall be
subject to and controlled by the provisions of this article and the
provisions of an Act of the Legislature of the State of New
Jersey entitled, “An Act Concerning Alcoholic Beverages,”
passed December 6, 1933, and its amendments and
supplements, and to such rules and regulations as the State
Commissioner of Alcoholic Beverage Control has now
established or may hereafter promulgate, as well as such other
reasonable regulations as the Borough Council of the Borough
of Swedesboro may hereafter establish.
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
