§ 56-1. Establishment of enforcing agency; composition;
office location.

A. There is hereby established in the Borough of
Swedesboro a State Uniform Construction Code
enforcing agency to be known as the “Borough of
Swedesboro Construction Code Department,” consisting
of a Construction Official, Building Subcode Official,
Plumbing Subcode Official, Electrical Subcode Official,
Fire Protection Subcode Official and such other subcode
officials for such additional subcodes as the
Commissioner of the Department of Community Affairs,
State of New Jersey, shall hereafter adopt as part of the
State Uniform Construction Code. The Construction
Official shall be the chief administrator of the enforcing
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agency. Each official shall enforce the subcode
corresponding to his title, subject to the supervision of
the Construction Official.

B. Each official position created in Subsection A hereof
shall be filled by a person qualified for such position
pursuant to P.L. 1975, c. 217, as amended, and N.J.A.C.
5:23, provided that, in lieu of any particular subcode
official, an on-site inspection agency may be retained by
contract pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:23. More than one such
official position may be held by the same person,
provided that such person is qualified pursuant to P.1L.
1975, ¢. 217, and N.J.A.C. 5:23 to hold each position.

C. The public shall have the right to do business with the
enforcing agency at one office location, except for
emergencies and unforeseen or unavoidable
circumstances.

The fee for construction permits shall be the sum of the fees
listed in Subsection A(1) through (12) hereof and shall be paid
before any permit for construction shall be issued.

A. Building subcode fees.
(1) New construction.

(a) The fee shall be computed at $0.020 per cubic
foot of building volume with a minimum of $200
for each permit.

(b) Exception. Exception to such minimum charge
shall apply to small sheds (100 square feet or
over) and other small accessory structures of
residential properties as determined by the
Construction Official. The minimum charge
would be $50.

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Renovations, alterations and repairs. Permit fees for
renovations, alterations and repairs shall be based
upon the estimated cost of the work inclusive of
labor and materials. The rate shall be computed at
the rate of $10 per $1,000 of estimated cost. The
minimum fee shall be $50.

Combination of renovations and additions. The
amount shall be the sum of the fees computed
separately as renovations and additions.

Demolition. The fee for permit for demolition of a
building or structure shall be flat fees as follows

(a) Single-family dwelling: $65.
(b) Garage and barns: $35. °
(¢) Other use group: $120.

Removal or relocation of buildings. The fee for a
permit for removal of a building or structure from
one lot to another or to a new location on the same
lot shall be $10 per $1,000 of the sum of estimated
value of the cost of moving, provided that the
minimum fee shall be $200.

Special permits.

(2) Swimming pools, residential:
[1] Inground: $50.
[2] Aboveground: $40.

(b} Commercial swimming pools. The permit fee for
construction of a commercial swimming pool
shall be $10 per $1,000 estimated cost of
construction with a minimum fee of $100.

(c) Fences. Permit fees for the installation of a
fence shall be $10 per $1,000 of estimated cost
of construction with a minimum fee of $30.

(d) Signs. The fee for a permit to construct and
install a sign shall be $1.20 per square foot of
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
