§ 66-1. (Reserved)

§ 66-2. Adoption of standards by reference.

The Fire Codes shall be kept on file in the office of the Fire
Official. The Fire Codes shall include the National Fire Codes;
the New Jersey Uniform Fire Codes; and any and all updates to
the above two Codes.

§ 66-3. Establishment and duties of Bureau of Fire

Prevention.

The Tire Prevention Codes shall be enforced by the
Bureau of Fire Prevention in the Borough of Swedesboro.

The Bureau of Fire Prevention shall consist of the Fire
Official, Fire Inspectors and support staff. The Fire
Official shall be the Chief of the Bureau of Fire
Prevention.

. The Chief of the Bureau of Fire Prevention may appoint

and detail members of the Fire Company as Inspectors
or support staff from time to time as he shall determine
necessary. The Chief of the Bureau of Fire Prevention
may also request the Borough Council of the Borough of
Swedesboro to employ and assign to him necessary
technical inspectors or support staff, who need not be
members of the Fire Company and who shall be selected
by the Borough Council in such a manner as it shall
determine.

. A report of the Bureau of Fire Prevention shall be made

biannually by the Chief, and submitted to the Borough
Council, with such statistics as may be pertinent of the

acts and proceedings of the Bureau ol Fire Prevention in
connection with the enforcement of the Fire Prevention
Codes.

§ 66-4. (Reserved)

§ 66-5. Permits.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Fire Prevention
Code to the contrary, any permit required by the provisions of
the Fire Prevention Code shall be obtained, in writing, from the
Fire Official of the Borough of Swedesboro after first making
written application thereol and obtaining written approval
thereof from the Chiel of the Bureau of Fire Prevention.
Permits shall be for such period of time as the Chief of the
Bureau of Fire Prevention may specify but not to exceed one
year.

§ 66-6. Authority to modify provisions of Fire Prevention
Code.

The members of the Fire Committee of the Borough Council
of the Borough of Swedesboro and the Chief of the Bureau of
Fire Prevention shall have power to modify any of the
provisions of the Fire Prevention Code upon application, in
writing, by the owner or lessee or his duly authorized agent
when there are practical difficulties in the way of carrying out
the strict letter of the code, provided that the spirit of the code
shall be observed, public safety and substantial justice done.
The particulars of such modification when granted or allowed
and the decision of the aforesaid Councilmen and Chief thereon
shall be entered upon the records of the Bureau of Fire
Prevention, and a signed copy shall be furnished to the
applicant.
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
