ARTICLE 1
General Provisions

§ 70-1. Definitions.

As used in this Article, the following terms shall have the
meanings indicated:

ASHES — Includes the solid residue after combustion
from material used as fuel for heating or cooking purposes.

GARBAGE — Includes table and food waste, together
with other incidental admixtures.

RUBBISH — Includes wastepaper, tin cans, bottles, rags.
crockery and other ordinary household refuse, exclusive of
ashes and garbage. It does not include leaves or the ac-
cumulation resulting from building operations, demolition
work or debris from fires, nor branches, roots or limbs of
trees in excess of three (3) feet in length or sixty-five (65)
pounds per piece or unit.

§ 70-2. License required.

It shall be unlawful for any person to gather, collect or remove
any garbage, ashes or other rubbish, except his own, from any
place within the Borough of Swedesboro without first having
procured a license therefor from the Borough Clerk of the Borough
of Swedesboro.

§ 70-3. Contract procedure; places served; exceptions.

A. The Borough Council shall have the power, if in its
opinion it is more advantageous to have the garbage and
other animal and vegetable refuse collected, removed and
disposed of by persons other than authorities of the
municipality, to make a contract or contracts for such work
or any portion thereof with any individual or individuals,
corporation or corporations. Before making such contract
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
