§ T0A-1 SWEDESBORO CODE § 7T0A-1.1

State's office is hereby accepted, adopted and established as a
standard to be used as a guide in determining whether dwellings in
this municipality are safe, sanitary and fit for human habitation and
rental. Three (3) copies of the New Jersey State Housing Code have
been placed on file in the office of the Borough Clerk and are available
to all persons desiring to use and examine the same.

§ 70A-1.1. Additions to code. [Added 11-4-1991]

The State Housing Code adopted in § 70A-1 is hereby amended by
the addition of the following sections:

A. Section 10.10 is added to read as follows:

Section 10.10, Duties and responsibilities of owner and
operator.

1. Maintenance of exterior of premises free of hazards and
insanitary conditions.

a. The exterior of the premises and all structures
thereon shall be kept free of all nuisances and any
hazards to the safety of occupants, pedestrians and
other persons utilizing the premises, and free of
insanitary conditions, and any of the foregoing shall
be promptly removed and abated by the owner or
operator. It shall be the duty of the owner or
operator to keep the premises free of hazards, which
include but are not limited to the following:

(1) Refuse: Brush, weeds, broken glass, stumps,
roots, obnoxious growths, filth, garbage, trash,
refuse and debris.

(2) Natural growth: Dead and dying trees and
limbs or other natural growth which, by reason
of rotting or deteriorating conditions or storm
damage, constitute a hazard to persons in the
vicinity thereof. Trees shall be kept pruned and
trimmed to prevent such conditions.
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(8) Overhanging objects: Loose and overhanging
objects and accumulation of ice and snow
whieh, by reason of location above ground level,
constitute a danger of falling on persons in the
vicinity thereof.

(4) Ground surface hazards or insanitary condi-
tions: holes, excavations, breaks, projections,
obstructions, icy conditions, uncleared snow and
excretion of pets and other animals on paths,
walks, driveways, parking lots and parking
areas and other parts of the premises which are
accessible to and used by persons on the
premises. All such holes and excavations shall
be filled and repaired.

Appearance of exterior of premises and struectures,
residential. The exterior of the premises, the exterior of
dwelling structures and the condition of accessory
structures shall be maintained so that the appearance of
the premises and all buildings thereon shall reflect a level
of maintenance in keeping with the residential standards
of the neighborhood or such higher standards as may be
accepted as part of a plan of urban renewal by the
Borough of Swedesboro and such that the appearance of
the premises and structures shall not constitute a
blighting factor for adjoining property owmers nor an
element leading to the progressive deterioration and
downgrading of the neighborhood with the accompanying
diminution of property values, including the following:

a. Storage of commercial and industrial material.
There shall not be stored or used at a location visible
from the sidewalk, street or other public areas
equipment and materials relating to commercial or
industrial uses unless permitted under Ch. 118,
Zoning, for the premises.

b. Landscaping. Premises shall be kept landscaped,
and lawns, hedges and bushes shall be kept trimmed
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
