§ 86-1.

Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the
meanings indicated:
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MERCHANDISE — All goods, wares, chattels,
magazines, periodicals and all kinds of personal property
for domestic use, except foods sold to and delivered to
wholesale merchants and fresh fruits, vegetables, poultry
and dairy products, and shall also include all orders or
contracts for educational courses, art and trade training
courses, home services, home improvements or alterations
and services to home appliances, which shall be considered
merchandise within the terms and meaning of this chapter.

PEDDLER or HAWKER — A person who goes from place
to place by traveling on the streets or from house to house
and carries with him goods, wares or merchandise for the
purpose of selling and delivering such to consumers or
buyers.

PERSON — An individual, firm, partnership, corporation,
voluntary association, incorporated association and any
agent thereof except as hereinafter specifically set forth.

SOLICITOR or CANVASSER — A person selling mer-
chandise by sample or taking orders for educational
courses, art and trade training courses, home services,
home improvements or alterations, to be furnished, done or
to be delivered at a future date, with or without payment in
advance or on account.

§ 86-2. Permit and registration required.

No person shall peddle, hawk, solicit or canvass or act as
peddler, hawker, solicitor or canvasser within the Borough of
Swedesboro without first registering with and obtaining a permit
from the Police Department of the Borough of Swedesboro.

§ 86-3. Application information.

Each such registrant and applicant for such permit shall
furnish said Police Department with a written statement, giving
the applicant’s name and temporary and permanent address and,
if not self-employed, the name and address of his employer; a
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statement of the type and make of any merchandise he proposes
to sell or the service he intends to render; the route, date and
approximate hours of his itinerary in the borough; and an
itemized statement of any convictions of crime.

§ 864. Registration certificates. [Amended 7-17-61]

Each applicant, upon being so registered, shall be issued a
registration certificate by the Police Department, which shall be
classified as either a daily registration certificate or a yearly
registration certificate. A daily registration certificate shall be for
only one (1) day and shall show the day and hours for which it was
issued, and the applicant for a daily registration certificate shall
also be issued a metal badge about three (3) inches in diameter
bearing the words ‘‘Registered Peddler” or ‘‘Registered
Solicitor.” A yearly registration certificate shall be issued for one
(1) year from the date thereof and shall show the date on which it
was issued and the date on which it expires. No badge shall be
issued or required to be used in connection with a yearly
registration certificate.

§ 86'5. Fees. [Amended 7-17-61; 12-28-70; 2-15-82]

A fee of eight dollars ($8.) shall be required for registration and
issuance of a daily registration certificate and badge, and, in
addition thereto, a deposit of two dollars ($2.) shall be required at
the time of issuance, which deposit shall be refunded to the
registrant upon his returning his registration certificate and
badge to the Police Department. A fee of fifty dollars ($50.) shall
be required for registration and issuance of a yearly registration
certificate. No applicant to whom a yearly registration certificate
is issued shall be required to obtain or wear any badge while
engaged in the work of peddling, hawking, soliciting and can-
vassing or making deliveries.

§ 86-6. Issuance of permit to certain persons prohibited.

No permit shall be issued to any person who has been convicted
of a crime.
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
