§ 94-1. Categories of separation.

The following categories of mandatory separation are hereby
established:

A. Paper products. [Amended 11-21-1988]
B. Glass.
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C. Aluminum. [Amended 11-21-1988]
D. Tin. [Added 4-6-1992]
E. Plastic. [Added 2-1-1993]

§ 94-2. Placement in separate containers. [Amended
11-21-1988]

All of the aforemeéntioned items shall be placed in separate
containers to be collected in accordance with this chapter, and
the borough shall, from time to time, promulgate rules and
regulations for the enforcement of same.

§ 94-3. Method of disposal. [Amended 11-21-1988]

A. All of the categories of debris defined in this chapier
under § 94-1 shall be disposed of each in a separate,
properly identified container by the property owner,
tenant, user or lessee. Nothing in this chapter shall
preclude or prevent any property owner, tenant or user
of property from entering into a private contract for the
removal of trash, debris and/or garbage from any private
property in the Borough of Swedeshoro, provided that
the same is removed in accordance with the terms and
conditions set forth within this chapter.

B. The occupant or owner of any residential building or
commercial or institutional establishment within the
Borough of Swedesboro who shall place for disposal,
removal or collection the categories of waste materials as
provided for under § 94-1 shall do as follows:

(1) All refuse, including papers, shall be disposed of
only in the manner provided herein. Trash, debris,
garbage and refuse, excluding paper products, shall
be placed in metal or heavy-duty plastic containers
and boxes which shall not be permitted to leak or
sufficiently heavy plastic bags secured by a lid or
securely tied with a total weight not to exceed, for

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bag, container or box, a total of fifty (50) pounds
each.

Paper products will be placed separately so as to be
capable of being identified and shall not be
concealed by the placing of paper in containers,
boxes or such other devices in any way so as to
prevent the recognition and/or recovery of paper
products separate and apart from all other trash,
garbage and refuse. Additionally, discarded
newspapers shall be securely bundled and tied in
packages not to exceed fifty (50) pounds with rope or
cord sufficient in strength to facilitate handling, and
each said package shall not exceed twelve (12)
inches in height and shall be placed nearest the
curbline of a residential dwelling for collection on
days specified by the Borough Council.

Glass shall be contained in a reusable metal or
plastic occupant- or owner-supplied container.

Aluminum shall be contained in a reusable metal or
plastic occupant-supplied container.

Tin shall be contained in a reusable metal or plastic
occupant-supplied container. [Added 4-6-1992]

Plastic shall be contained in a reusable metal or
plastic occupant-supplied container. [Added
2-1-1993]

§ 94-4. Identification for separate pickup.

It shall be mandatory that the categories provided for in
§ 94-1 shall be segregated for separate pickup and identified as
such for sole purposes of recovery and resale by the Borough of
Swedesboro or its designated contractor.
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
