§ 98-1. Purpose; compliance required.

In order to protect and preserve the road network of the borough, to
ensure the movement of traffic, to promote the development of a
beautiful and well-ordered community, to further the comprehensive
planning and to best serve the interests of the public health, safety
and general welfare, no public, professional, commercial, industrial or
other nonresidential use and no multifamily dwelling use shall be
permitted, nor shall any building permit or occupancy permit be
issued for such uses, until the procedure outlined in this chapter has
been eomplied with.
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§ 98-2. Approval required. [Amended 2-16-88]

When required by law, each application for site plan approval shall
be submitted by the applicant to the County Planning Board for
review and approval, and the approving authority shall condition any
approval that it grants upon timely receipt of a favorable report on
the application by the County Planning Board or approval by the
County Planning Board by its failure to report thereon with the
required time period.

§ 98-3. Application procedure.

A. The applicant shall submit twelve (12) copies of this complete
application for site plan or conditional use approval to the
Zoning Officer of the borough during his regularly scheduled
office hours, at least fourteen (14) days prior to the next
regularly scheduled meeting of the Board before whom this
application will be heard. The Board’s time for review shall
begin upon submission of a complete application, and any
submitted application shall be deemed to be complete unless
the applicant is informed in writing by the Secretary of the
Planning Board, within twenty-one (21) days of the actual
submission of the application, that it is incomplete.

B. A complete application for preliminary approval shall consist
of the following:

(1) A properly completed site plan or conditional use
information form.

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{2) The required fee.

(3) A site plan prepared by a professional engineer or land
surveyor licensed in the State of New Jersey on which the
following is set out:

The scale, not to exceed one (1) inch equals one
hundred (100) feet on a sheet no larger than twenty-
four by thirty-six (24 x 36) inches.

A locator map showing all road intersections within
five hundred (500) feet or the nearest intersection,
whichever is most distant.

All structures, wooded areas and topography within
two-foot intervals, except where the slope exceeds
fifteen percent (15%). in which case contour intervals
may be five (5) feet for those areas.

All lot lines and owners of lots within two hundred
(200) feet of the site.

Streets, easements, watercourses and rights-of-way.
both existing and proposed.

Utility and drainage plans.

Any extension of off-tract improvements necessitat-
ed by the proposed development.

A soil erosion and sedimentation control plan.
pursuant to the requirements of N.J.S.A. 4:24-39 et
seq.

Preliminary plans for elevations and locations of
structures, parking, lighting, loading. signs and
landscaping.

C. The Secretary of the Planning Board shall distribute the site
plan and/or conditional use application for review and report
and, where required, approval as follows: :

(1) The Municipal Engineer.
(2) The Municipal Fire Subeode Official.

(3) The administrative officer.
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
