GENERAL REFERENCES

§ 112-1.

Definitions.

The following terms, phrases and words used in and for the pur-
pose of this chapter shall be deemed to have the following meanings:

ABANDON — Includes any motor vehicle, omnibus, road
tractor, truek, truck trailer or other vehicle which:

B.

Is parked without the current year's registration or iden-
tification markers as required by law;

Has been continuously parked in any publie street or on
any public land for a period of ten (10) days;

Is so disabled as to constitute an obstruction to traffic,
and the driver or person owning or in charge thereof
neglects or refuses to move the same to a place where it
shall not obstruct traffic;

Is found to be mechanically inoperative and is allowed to
remain inoperative for a period of seven (7) days (said peri-
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od of time may be extended for good cause, by the Police
Department); or

E. Isfound without one (1) or more tires.

IMPOUND, IMPOUNDMENT or PLACE OF IMPOUND-
MENT — Refers to the sequestration of the motor vehicle,
junk automobile or junk automobile body at a place of storage.

JUNK AUTOMOBILES; JUNK AUTOMOBILE BODIES
— Any automobile whieh is no longer in actual use as a motor
vehicle or which is wholly unfit without rebuilding or recon-
ditioning for use in highway transportation or which has been
discarded for use as a motor vehicle or otherwise abandoned.

MOTOR VEHICLE — Any motor vehicle, ominbus, road
tractor, trailer, truck, truck tractor or other vehicle and shall
have the meaning as deseribed to the foregoing words as con-
tained and defined in N.J.S.A. 39:1.1 et seq.

PERSON — Any individual, firm, partnership or corporation
being the owner or having any legal right in or to the motor
vehiele or other vehicle as herein defined.

PLACE OF STORAGE — Refers to a junkyard or other ap-
proved storage area, but any such junkyard or other storage
area is subject to any and all provisions contained in this
chapter, specifically § 112-2B hereof, and any and all other
ordinances of the Borough of Swedesboro.

POLICE DEPARTMENT — The Police Department of the
Borough of Swedesboro.

§ 112-2. Regulations.

A. Abandonment prohibited. It shall be unlawful for any person
to abandon or suffer or permit the abandonment of any motor
vehicle, junk automobile or junk automobile body, out of
doors upon any public or private lands in the Borough of
Swedesboro or any public street or between the right-of-way
side lines of any public right-of-way therein.

B. Storage prohibited. No person shall place, keep or store any
junk automobiles or junk automobile bodies, as heretofore de-
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fined in this chapter, on any publie or private property within
the Borough of Swedesboro.

C. Presumption. If any motor vehicle, junk automobile or junk
automobile body shall be abandoned on private lands for ten
(10) days or more, it shall be presumed that the owner or
tenant in possession of said land has abandoned it there or
permitted or suffered it to be abandoned there.

D. Exclusion. Nothing herein contained shall be deemed to pro-
hibit the placing, keeping or storage of any motor vehicle,
junk automobile or junk automobile body in an enclosed ga-
rage, barn or other building.

§ 112-3. Enforcement procedures.

A. Impounding vehicles. Whenever any officer of the Swedesbo-
ro Police Department finds any motor vehicle, junk automo-
bile or junk automobile body which has been abandoned, kept
or stored contrary to the provisions of this chapter, such
member of the Swedesboro Police Department shall remove,
secure the removal of and/or impound said vehicle, junk au-
tomobile or junk automobile body in accordance with the
procedures hereinafter set forth:

(1) Public property. Whenever any motor vehicle, junk au-
tomobile or junk automobile body is found on any public
street, highway or public property, an emergency condi-
tion is herewith declared to exist, and any officer of the
Swedesboro Police Department is hereby authorized to
immediately remove, secure the removal and/or impound
the motor vehicle, junk automobile or junk automobile
body without the necessity of notice prior to said im-
poundment. After impoundment, the Swedesboro Police
Department shall use diligent efforts to identify and lo-
cate the owner of the impounded motor vehicle, junk au-
tomobile or junk automobile body and notify the owner
in accordance with Subsection A(3) below.

(2) Private lands.

{a) Whenever any motor vehicle, junk automobile or
junk automobile body is found on any private land
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
