§ 114-1. Definitions.

In the enforcement of this chapter, the following definitions
shall apply:

AGRICULTURAL USER— Any person within the
Borough of Swedesboro who uses water for the
commercial production of agricultural commodities.
[Added 3-4-2002]

APARTMENT — Any premises housing more than one
family.

BOROUGH — The Borough of Swedesboro, County of
Gloucester, New Jersey.

BOROUGH REPRESENTATIVE — The Superintendent
of Public Works or his duly authorized designee.

DOUBLE HOUSE — Two premises or apartments,
depending upon the number of families housed.

MEASURING DEVICES — A system in which meters
are used at all strategic points on main supply lines,
pumping stations, reservoir outlets, connections to other
political subdivisions and at each consumer’s service.

PREMISES — Any property owned by an individual or
corporation, no part of which is used for human
habitation, or if inhabited, a single house or Y2 a double
house housing only one family. '

STATE — State of New Jersey.

§ 114-2. Operation.

The water and sewer systems are to be operated as one
utility and under one control, to be designated as the Water and
Sewer Department of the Borough of Swedesboro.
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
