§ 121-1. Title and policy.

A. Title. This chapter shall be known and cited as the “Air
Pollution Control Code of the Borough of Swedesboro.”

B. Findings and declaration of policy. It is hereby declared
that air pollution is a menace to the health, welfare and
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comfort of the residents of the Borough of Swedesboro
and a cause of substantial damage to property. For the
purpose of preventing and reducing atmospheric
pollution, it is hereby declared to be the policy of the
Borough of Swedesboro to minimize air pollution as
herein defined and to establish standards governing the
installation, maintenance and operation of equipment
and appurtenances relating to combustion, which is a
source or potential source of air pollution.

§ 121-2. Definitions; meaning of certain words.

The following terms wherever used herein or referred to in
this chapter shall have the respective meanings assigned to
them unless a different meaning clearly appears from the
context:

AIR CONTAMINANT — Solid particles, liquid particles,
vapors or gases which are discharged into t outdoor
atmosphere.

AIR POLLUTION — The presence in the outdoor
atmosphere of one (1) or more air contaminants in such
quantities and duration as are or tend to be injurious to
human health or welfare, animal or plant life or property
or would unreasonably interfere with the enjoyment of
life or property. .

ASBESTOS — Actinolite, amosite, anthophyllite,
chrysolite, crocidolite, tremolite.

DIRECT HEAT EXCHANGER — Equipment in which
heat from the combustion of fuel is transferred to a
substance being heated so that the latter is contacted by
the products of combustion and may contribute to the
total effluent.

DIRECTOR OF AIR POLLUTION CONTROL or
DIRECTOR — The person or persons who are authorized
by this chapter to exercise the powers prescribed by this
chapter.
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
