ARTICLE I
Adoption of Standards
[Adopied 4-27-70]

§ 124-1. Adoption of standards by reference.

A code regulating retail food establishments and fixing
penalties for violations is hereby established pursuant to N.J.S.A.
26:3-69.1 to 3-69.6. A copy of said code is annexed hereto and
made a part hereof without the inclusion of the text thereof herein.

§ 124-2. Title.

The code established and adopted by this Article is described
and commonly known as the ‘‘Retail Food Establishment Code of
.New Jersey (1965).”

§ 124-3. Copies on file.

Three (3) copies of said Retail Food Establishment Code of New
Jersey {1965} have been placed on file in the office of the Health
Officer of this local Board of Health upon the introduction of this
Article and will remain on file there until final action is taken on
this Article for the use and examination of the public.

§ 124-4. Violations and penalties.’

Any person who violates any provision of or order promulgated
under this Article or code established herein shall, upon con-
viction thereof, be liable to a penalty of not less than five dollars
($5.) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500.) for each violation.
Each day a particular violation continues shall constitute a
separate offense.

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§ 124-5 FOOD ESTABLISHMENTS, RETAIL § 124-7

ARTICLE II
Licensing
[Adopted 4-27-70]

§ 124-5. License required.

It shall be unlawful for any person or any body corporate to
conduct a retail food establishment, as defined in and governed by
the Retail Food Establishment Code of New Jersey (1965),
established by ordinance of the local Board of Health of even date,
without first having procured a license from the local Board of
Health so to do or without complying with any or all of the
provisions concerning operation and maintenance of the same as
contained in the aforementioned Retail Food Establishment Code
of New Jersey {(1965).

§ 124-6. Fees.

The fees for licensure of retail food establishments are hereby
fixed as follows:

A. Retail food establishment, permanent locale: ten dollars
($10.). :

B. Temporary retail food establishment: six dollars (6.).

§ 124-7. Suspension or revocation of license; hearing required.

A. Any license issued under the terms and provisions of this
Article may be suspended or revoked by the Board of
Health of this municipality for the violation by the licensee
of any provision of this Article or the Retail Food
Establishment Code of New Jersey (1965) or whenever it
shall appear that the business, trade, calling, profession or
occupation of the person, firm or corporation to whom such
license was issued is conducted in a disorderly or improper
manner: or in violation of any law of the United States, the
State of New Jersey or any ordinance of this municipality;
or that the person or persons conducting the retail food
establishment are of an unfit character to conduct the
same: or that the purpose for which the license has been
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
